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Theme 11 - Fear of Allah Almighty

Learning objectives:
•	 To learn that the fear of Allah is not the common fear we have 

due to expected danger or pain.
•	 To understand that this ‘fear’ is being anxious of losing Allah’s 

grace and love.
•	 To understand the awesome torment and pain for the 

disobedient people.

In this theme, you will learn:
Fear is a strong feeling of being harmed, injured or killed. Fear 
helps to avoid dangerous activities. The fear of Allah  is the 
dread of being punished by Allah  or losing Allah’s kindness 
and friendship. The fear of Allah  is a strong feeling that can 
stop you from sinning and committing crimes, so it is a warning 
for keeping away from evil. This fear comes about by being aware 
of Judgement Day, the punishment of hell fire as described in the 
Quran and ahadith.

7. Abu Barzah  reported: The Messenger of Allah  said, “On 
the Day of Judgment no one will move from his place until he 
has answered the following questions: How did he spend his life; 
what did he do with his knowledge; how he earned his wealth and 
how he spent it.”

Commentary: This hadith highlights the profound accountability that every 
individual will face on the Day of Judgment. It underscores the importance 
of reflecting on one’s actions and intentions in key aspects of life: time, 
knowledge, wealth, and expenditure.
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Activities:

•	 Discuss the importance of rules and benefits of having rules. 
•	 Write down the punishments for breaking everyday rules e.g. 

dropping litter, vandalism, speeding etc.
•	 Write about an experience in life when a rule was broken or not 

followed, what were the consequences.

In this theme you have learnt:
•	 Your good and bad deeds will be shown to you on Judgement 

Day.
•	 Fear of Allah will protect you from the hell fire. 
•	 Seeking Allah’s love and avoiding his anger.
•	 Following the rules of the country so no one hurts one another.
•	 Those who have done good deeds in life will be awarded 

paradise and those who have done bad deeds will go to hell.
